Circle 1

In the event of an accident leading to
Loss of Life, Permanent Total Disability
(PTD) or Partial Disability, Circle 1takes
away financial worries by providing
guaranteed payments.

Accidental Loss of Life

Circle 1 ensures that your dependants
won'’t suffer financial hardship. In the
event of your Accidental Loss of Life, a
lump sum payout ensures that your loved
ones will be in a position to meet their
financial obligations and cover essential
costs like housing, household, education
and healthcare expenses.

Permanent Total Disability
